Northwest Softball Coaching Requirements

1. It may be mandatory that each coach attend or submit the following: 
a. Softball skills clinic sponsored by Northwest Softball 
b. Field work 
c. Submit to a background check 
d. At least 80% of all regular and post-season games
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]In addition to coaching duties, the Head Coach is expected to be available to help with the preseason field and general grounds preparation. Once the season begins, the Head Coach will be responsible for assigning the following to the Team’s Parents: 
a. Concession Duty 
b. Pre-Game Field Preparation 
c. Score-Keeping Duty 
i. Includes Score Board Duty when and if one is available
Also, the coach is expected to have the players clean up the dugout and stands area after each game. This is mandatory duty in order for you and your team to remain in good standing with the League. 
3. 	Each coach will learn and adhere to the rules and regulations of Pony Softball, as well as the local rules of Northwest Softball. Moreover, each coach will be responsible for the compliance of their players and fans with these rules and regulations.
4. 	Each Coach shall recognize the necessity of fair play and good sportsmanship for all coaches, players, and parents. Each coach shall remember that at Northwest Softball, as in all effective youth sports programs, the game is played for the players and their development, not for the satisfaction or any personal desire to win on the part of coaches or parents. 
5. 	Each Coach shall abide by and promote the Zero Tolerance Policy of Northwest Softball: abuse of any kind of any player, umpire, coach, League official, volunteer, parent, or fan will not be tolerated and will result in disciplinary action at the discretion of the Northwest Softball Board of Directors.
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
